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DESCRIPTION

Under this work the Contractor shall prepare and place mortar and stone in amounts sufficient to fill joints and exposed voids
in all the masonry piers to the limits indicated on the plans or where directed by the Engineer.

MATERIALS

A. Masonry Mortar

Subsection 705-21

B. Stone

All stones displaced from the pier which are to be replaced to their original position shall be clean, free from
structural defects and acceptable to the Engineer.

C. Admixtures

No admixtures shall be permitted in mortar without the written permission of the Engineer.

CONSTRUCTION DETAILS

Perform pointing when the ambient temperature is 5/ C or above, and the masonry is frost free.  Avoid recessed joints that
hold water.

Joints shall be prepared by raking out all loose materials for their full depth or to a maximum depth of 460 mm whichever is
the lesser.  Joints shall be thoroughly wetted with clean water and filled with mortar.  The mortar shall be well driven into the
joints.  Joints shall not be filled by pouring in a thin or liquid mortar.

At locations in the masonry piers, where stones originally a part of the piers have become dislodged from their original
locations, the Contractor shall replace stones to these original locations.  The Engineer shall be the sole judge in determining
which of these stones, whether slightly displaced or wholly displaced from the pier at adjacent locations, shall be replaced.

The masonry stonework shall be kept wet while pointing is being done, and in hot or dry weather, the mortared masonry shall
be protected from the sun and kept wet for a period of at least three days after completion.
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METHOD OF MEASUREMENT

This work will be measured as the number of U.S. bags (43 kg) of Portland Cement actually used to complete the work.

BASIS OF PAYMENT

The unit price bid per U.S. bag of Portland Cement shall include the cost of furnishing all labor, materials, and equipment
necessary to complete the work in accordance with the plans and specifications or as ordered by the Engineer.
